Country Ministry Trips occur annually, and teams are typically made up of multiple 
partners from the U.S. traveling together. Our desire is to foster community
amongst our partners even as we create intentional time for your distinct group to
engage with one another, local churches and WR Staff!

Ministry Trip activities are customized based upon the gift make-up of team 
participants and the current country goals, and trip schedules are typically 
solidified three months prior to travel.
