• Occasional opportunities to assume 

the role of lead teacher with 

provided lesson plans  

Secondary Duties and Responsibilities

o Local Live Orientation – 1.5 hrs 

o E-Learning – 45 mins 

o Complete Early Childhood E-Learning Course 

• Review confidentiality statement and policies in the National Volunteer Handbook 

• Log hours in the Volunteer Portal 

• Report any concerns or conflicts to the Volunteer Coordinator 

Time Requirements & Location 

We ask that volunteers in this role commit to teaching at least once a week for a minimum of 

three months. Class duration ranges from an hour and a half to two hours, not including class 

setup and cleanup. 

All classes are held in south Fort Worth near crossroads Campus Drive & E Seminary Drive.
